
ARTS & CRAFTS BOOTH REGULATIONS
The Arts and Crafts exhibits will be located in the field in the new “Down on the Farm” exhibit area next to the Bluegrass Stage. Booth 
sizes may be increased to a 10 x 20 at no additional charge to the artist. Vendors will be able to drive and park next to their booth, 
making for easy set up and take down.

The Down on the Farm Exhibit area will include artist demonstrations including, but not limited to: quilting, saddle making, basket 
making, pottery making, & rug hooking. IMPORTANT NOTE: Arts & Crafts area will close at 6:30 p.m. on Saturday for the headline 
concert. 

• If you sell items not made by yourself, you must have prior approval from the committee before submitting an application. 
	 You may however qualify to go into the coliseum as a commercial vendor.

• Booth spaces are $75 for non-chamber members or $50 for Lawrence County Chamber members.

• There will be no additional charge for electricity but a limited amount of electricity will be available and you must request 
	 electricity when you send your application.

• Your space is: 10’ X 20’ for outside booths.

• If you have a trailer, please give the dimensions including the hitch/tongue.

• The festival maintains exclusive beverage rights for bottle water, soft drinks, and lemonade. Arts & Crafts vendor may not sell 
	 food or beverage items.

• All set up for craft vendors must be complete by 6:00 p.m. on Friday prior to the Saturday festival start. Vehicles will be permitted 		
	 inside the festival gates but may not be moved during the hours of operation. You may pack up your booths no earlier 
	 than 5:00 p.m. on Sunday.

• Preference will be given to vendors with creative chicken/egg/turkey items.

• Please send a photograph of your booth display as it will appear at the festival OR photos of items to sell from your booth. 
	 Also include anything of interest about yourself or your business that I may use for pre-event publicity. (If you won an award 
	 for an item at another show. If you are in the poultry business. If you have any items that are poultry related. )

• The total cost of your item should include a 9% sales tax which includes state, county and city. It is up to the individual vendor 
	 to pay those appropriate taxes. The committee will provide the necessary contacts for you to pay the taxes.

• You will be given a wristband for each day for entrance and exit during the festival.
